Late last year, long time Monte Sereno resident and former 
City Manager, Rosemary Pierce, passed away at the age of 86.  
Rosemary began her Monte Sereno career in 1980 as a part-time 
counter clerk and eventually worked her way up to the level of 
City Manager in 1986.

Rosemary was instrumental in acquiring and converting what 
was formally the American Red Cross building into our current 
Monte Sereno City Hall facility.  Previously, the entire Monte 
Sereno City Hall facility was operated from a 950 square foot 
building; today, the facility is housed in 3,100 square feet.

Rosemary was willing and proud to wear “many hats” for the 
City of Monte Sereno.  Filling in as the City Clerk, Building 
Inspector, or Planning Director was a regular occurrence.  And of 
course, preparing the annual budget and providing after hours 
emergency services were all part of the routine.
